Plagiarism











Plagiarism is a violation of the RCHS Honesty Policy.  Consequences for engaging in plagiarism are spelled out in the Student's Rights and Responsibilities.  All of the following are examples of plagiarism:

1)  Using the words or ideas of others without citing them,

2)  Paraphrasing others whether citing them or not,

3)  Cutting and pasting material from the Internet and using it as your own work,

4)  Turning in an assignment that consists mostly of the words or ideas of others, even if properly cited,

5)  Copying or otherwise using another student's work.

Some of the ways to avoid plagiarism are:

1)  Using quotation marks around text from other sources,

2)  Always including citations or references,

3)  Incorporating your own ideas and writing into every concept presented.
