1)  Write your complete name on all assignments.

2)  No last name = no points on assignment.  

Answering Questions on Written Assignments, Quizzes, and Tests

1)  Always write in complete sentences using Standard English, unless it is a problem that only requires calculations.

2)  Write the question down, or paraphrase the question in your answer. 

a)  In other words, the reader should be able to determine what the answer refers to without having to open a textbook or other source.

b)  Exceptions.  You won't need to write the question if you have been provided a worksheet that already has the question written on it.

3)  Please do not use texting shortcuts, such as “b/c” or “idk”.

4)  When the assignment asks you to do the work in your notebook – that means you do all your work in the notebook and otherwise leave the handout blank!

Projects

1)  Be careful of plagiarism.  If you have a question - please ask!

2)  Be creative.

3)  Please no posters.

4)  Electronic projects are encouraged.  Please use *.ppt or *.doc formats in place of *.pptx or *.docx formats.

5)  Go easy on the glitter and other material that can easily fall off.

6)  It is okay to use a drawing or illustration from another source, as long as it is properly cited and all captions and other writing is your own.

7)  Text needs to be typed, unless it is part of an illustration or is stylized.

1)  Show all work, including the formulas and units.

2)  Correct answers with no work shown will receive zero credit.
