· TARDY POLICY

· PARTICIPATION & CLASSWORK

It is expected that you will come to class every day with necessary materials and with the sole purpose of learning mathematics.  It is expected that you will work cooperatively with ALL students in class.  GROUP participation and active listening goes into your grade as part of your Daily Work, so work together!!!  Lesson Notes are turned in at end of each unit for your individual participation points.
· WARM UPS
Class begins at the bell.  Be prepared to follow the instructions up on the board…not chat with your group mates, or you’ll be marked tardy.
· HOMEWORK

Homework will be due every day at the beginning of the period in a non-red pen with all work shown.  Late work will be only accepted until the end of the next unit, and will only receive half the credit!  Points will be given based on the completeness of your work, neatness, and correctness *You will receive some Late assignment passes. 
· MATHIA: Our course includes an online program, and Mathia sections are due at the end of each unit.  They are graded on completion, and you must finish one section before moving onto the next.  (You never need a late pass)
· TESTS:  Concept Tests/Quizzes are taken about every other week.  All concepts can be retaken throughout year, and you must have ALL work in for that unit, and come in for corrections on first attempt.  Pay attention to deadlines for individual concepts. 
· ABSENCES:  If a student is absent, you are still expected to do all work/notes/assignments.  Make-up work should be completed within TWO days of your absence.  It is the students’ responsibility to obtain make-up work and complete on time(See assignments calendar on School Loop where ALL notes and assignments are posted so you do not fall behind).
