· PARTICIPATION & CLASSWORK

Homework will be due every day at the beginning of the period in a non-red pen with all work shown.  Late work will be only accepted until the end of the current grading period, but will only receive half the credit!  Points will be given based on the completeness of your work and neatness.   If a student is absent, make-up work should be completed within TWO days of your absence.  It is the students’ responsibility to obtain make-up work and complete on time(See assignments calendar or on the wall).
