Course Goals and/or Major Student Outcomes:

· Improve student knowledge and production of the English language by regular participation in challenging group and individual projects.

· Demonstrate and understanding of comparing/contrasting interpretive views of a given text through study of text and film.
· Apply artistic appreciation, criticism, knowledge and perception to express and communicate meaning:  orally, written, and interpretation.

· Acquire the necessary skills to read, critique, argue and justify the role of Shakespeare as a literary artist.

Course Objectives:

· Students will prepare written research/evidence illustrating the understanding of various literary themes, motifs and terms.

· Students will compare/contrast literature to film through written response and critical discussion.

· Students will use movement and recitation exercises to improve oral reproduction of the English language.

· Students will develop analytical skill as it approaches learning from the four modalities of language arts:  auditory, visual, tactual, kinesthetic.
