Audition Instructions:
Before you arrive--

Print and fill-out an Audition Form (see Drama Locker) prior to arriving at auditions

You may want your own script for marking

List your character preferences (be aware that you may not get what you want)

Please research/review Character List:  in the style of…prior to auditioning (see Drama Locker)

At the auditions—1:15-3:15 (Thursday); 3:40-5:30 (Friday)
Sign-in on the clip board and submit your Audition Form

You will be placed in a small group or scene based on the Audition Lines: beats/scenes list (see Drama Locker) and you’ll be given a scheduled time to perform
You will be given approximately 10-15 minutes to practice with your partner(s)

You will then be asked to “perform” your scene/beat as an ensemble

You may be asked to “read” for another part, or you may request to “read” another part—you are not guaranteed the role for which you “read” or perform.  You’re not guaranteed a role at all.

If you are given a “loaner” script, please do not write in it.

Do not practice in the Hall/Rotunda area.  But, stay close enough for a call.

Be Respectful of the campus, teachers, other students and yourself.
