MAKE-UP ASSIGNMENTS for absences or long term medical
**put the day that you were absent on the top**

Students who are absent or on a long term medical note may earn back 10 points for each day missed. Each assignment requires ONEFULL PAGE of work (8.5x11) and the work must be done neatly. It is the student’s responsibility to complete the assignment on his/her own without
being reminded by the instructor. Students have one week from day absent to complete
and turn in make-up work. You can do each one once. Each assignment is worth 10 points. 

1. Dance Collage: Find a variety of pictures from newspapers, magazines, internet or your own
personal pictures cut them out and attach to another sheet of paper. The pictures
must directly relate to dance. Cover the entire sheet and be creative. Write a summary of your collage (must be a minimum of two paragraphs)
2. Attend a live dance event/performance or watch a televised dance event/performance and write about it. There are many local dance events in our area. (Look at Sac State, other high schools, Mondovi center in Davis) Attend an event and write about it as if you were a dance critic. Who, what, when, where and how it went are all questions to answer. The
assignment should be at least one page. Must attach the ticket and program.
3. Read a biography on a dance choreographer and write a report on them. Write about a dance choreographer who has excelled in the current unit of study. Discuss what you learned from the reading, like a short book report. This must be one page. 
4. Read an article about the current unit of study. Use an outside source such as
the internet or newspaper to find an article specifically related to the current unit
of study or a topic approved by the teacher. The article should be 1-2 pages in
length. Read the article and highlight key points. Write a one page summary of
the article. Attach the article to the summary.
5. Participate in an hour to an hour and a half of physical activity. This can be done by taking a dance class, going for a run/walk, participation in a sport, etc.  You will need to write 2 or more paragraphs about the activity you participated in and your likes and or dislikes of the activity. After completing the physical activity, you will need to provide a parent signature for the assignment. 
6. Make a cd that can be used in class. Songs must be school appropriate and if possible provide a list of what songs are on the cd. 
Questions to use when doing critiques, summary’s, reports:
1. An introduction and conclusion
2. Who is the performing company, the choreographer(s), actor/actress
3. Where did the performance take place? Briefly describe the performance venue (lobby, size of the auditorium, etc.) and discuss the audience diversity (age, gender, ethnicity, etc.)
4. Explain the style of each work (jazz, modern, ballet, cultural, etc.) and discuss some of your favorite pieces (number of dancers, costuming, music, lighting, sets, etc.)
5. What was your overall impression of the performance, article, movie, etc. 
6. Give a brief history of the performing company, movie, choreographer etc.
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
