Step - Give each circle a title. The left circle will be “Terrestrial Planets”. The right circle will be “Gas Giants”.

Step 2- List the characteristics for each type of planet in the appropriate circle. Any characteristic that is applicable to both types of planets goes in the center where the circles overlap.
