DESCRIPTION:
Algebra II complements and expands the mathematical content and concepts of beginning algebra and geometry.  Students who master Algebra II will gain experience with algebraic solutions of problems in various content areas, including the solution of systems of quadratic equations, logarithmic and exponential functions, the binomial theorem, and the complex number system.
COURSE GOALS:
Key advanced algebra skills and concepts, as outline by the California 

Mathematics Content Standards, are addressed as students learn to:
· develop complex, abstract thinking skills in an algebraic context. 

· explore the concept of function as it relates to absolute value, polynomials, quadratics and logarithms.

· attain a basic knowledge of matrices, complex numbers, arithmetic and geometric series, and the binomial theorem.

              Students will be given 3 restroom/water passes for the term.  When these 3 passes are gone, there will be no more time spent out of the classroom for restroom or water, etc.  Each unused pass is worth 5 extra homework points at the end of the term.

Warm-ups and closers are a part of everyday note-taking in class.  They might be graded daily.   Homework is assigned every night including Fridays and will be graded on completeness and correctness.  Homework is due at the beginning of each class.  Late homework will receive partial points as long as it is turned in within two days after it is due.    

TESTS/QUIZZES:
Tests are given at the end of each unit and quizzes are given every two to three sections. Students may retake one test within each grading period.
