Major Projects: as part of midterms and semester finals students will work on large scale projects which may include but are not limited to character and literary analysis 
Homework policy
All homework is to be completed on time in correct format. Ill-formatted work will be returned for correction and counted as late work. Late work is worth 50% and will be accepted only until 1 week after the actual due date at which point it will no longer be accepted. Tests may be made up within 1 week from test date. Students are responsible for scheduling a time to make up the test.  It is the student’s responsibility to be aware of, write down, hand in and complete all assignments. 
In addition to submitting a paper copy of essays, student must also upload their essay to the turnitin.com website.  If an essay is not submitted to turnitin.com, it will not be graded until student has done so.
All students will be required to have a Gmail account.  Along with their flash drive, students will be able to save and turn in essays and projects onto a shared drive.
