Part of being a productive member of society and a good journalist is being aware of what is happening in the world around you.  Each week, students in Journalism will complete a current event assignment that uploaded to Google Classroom each Friday.

     INSTRUCTIONS FOR CURRENT EVENTS ASSIGNMENTS

All students will research and complete one current event assignment per week, to be handed in on the last day of the week (usually Friday). You will complete a current events assignment so that you will have a better understanding of what is happening in the world around you. Current events assignments are worth 40 points and must be turned in on time to receive credit.  Late current event will not be accepted. Your assignment must be typed, in the proper format, and submitted via GOOGLE CLASSROOM.  You ALSO need to turn in an annotated copy the article used for your assignment. The weekly current event assignment consists of summarizing two news events that are relevant and interesting to you. You will create a Google Slideshow presentation that describes what is taking place. You will create a title slide called “Current Events” with the Due Date and your first and last name. Each event will require you to create three slides, so that each week you are creating 4 total slides.

The article you select must meet the following requirements:
1. The article must be no more than a week old.
2. The article must be published in a reputable newspaper from a major American City. The following websites are always OK to use: sacbee.com, sfgate.com, latimes.com, nytimes.com, wsj.com, washingtonpost.com, bostonglobe.com, chicagotribune.com, miamiherald.com. Other sources must be cleared with your teacher before using them.
3. The article must be 500 words or longer.
4. No one else in class is using the article (first come, first served)

Once you have found the article, copy it to Word, print it, and annotate it using the Descriptive Outlining technique we practiced in class. Your annotations are worth 20 points.

1) Title (1pt)  - Title of Article
2) Type (1pt) - International, National, Local, Sports, Entertainment, Health, etc.
3) Publication (1pt) – Name of the paper, magazine, website where you found the article
4) Date Published (1pt)
5) Word Count (1 pt)

Slide 2--Summary
Contains the following information along with a relevant image related to your event:
6) Summary (5 pt) – Summarize the article in 3-4 complete sentences. Be sure to include all of the important details. Who, what, when, where, why, how. Assume the audience knows nothing.

Contains the following information along with a relevant image related to your event:
7) Relevance (5 pt) – how will/can/does this article impact you or others your age?
Answer this question in 3-4 complete sentences. You can also explain why you found the current event compelling or interesting.  

Slide 4—Writer’s Style
Contains the following information along with a relevant image related to your event:
8) Writer’s Style (10 pt) – What did the author of this piece do to make his/her article interesting? How did he/she introduce the issue? Was this effective? How is the evidence organized in the body? Was this effective? What strategy does the author use to close out the article? Was this effective? What writing ideas could you take from this article an use in your own writing? Answer this question in 7-10 complete sentences. You can also explain why you found the current event compelling or interesting.
